Dear brothers and sisters:

We deeply thank you for your solidarity in this difficult
time we are facing in our country.

As you know, after the regrettable military coup to our
President Manuel Zelaya Rosales last Sunday, June 28th, the
situation in Honduras has worsened. The society 1is
polarized, divided and the worst part is that this is also
happening with the Churches: the Catholic Church through
its Cardinal and most of the Evangelical Churches
represented in the Honduran Evangelical Confraternity who
are supporting the coup.

Last Sunday, July the 5%, the President made an attempt to
come back to the country but he was denied the permission
to land. A commission of Personalities such as the
Secretary of the Organization of American States and the
Presidents of Argentina, Ecuador and Paraguay who decided
to accompany the President on his way back to his country
and were traveling in another aircraft -—given the
circumstances- had to land in El Salvador.

Thousands of supporters of President Zelaya were wailting
for his arrival at the airport. The people are conscious
that 1t Is necessary to return to the constitutional order.
However, the supporters were attacked by the army, and two
young people were killed.

The Latin American Council of Churches (CLAI), the World
Council of Churches (WCC)and other ecumenical organizations
are planning to visit us to encourage our people to
continue to resist and to bring hope to them, since as we
know, this iIs the most affected part in situations like
this.

We, at The theological community of Honduras and at the
majority of Churches who accompany 1it, the churches and
organizations members of the Latin American Council of
Churches i1n Honduras, are ready to assist you to organize
these visits, in the hope that the safety conditions in the
country will allow this to happen.

We beg you to continue to pray for our people and for our
Churches in order that the constitutional order can return
and that the Peace and Justice can prevail in our country.
